British people are renowned for ( 1 ) love of sport. Indeed, some of the most well-
known sports played around the world today can trace their origins back to the United Kingdom
(UK). These sports include badminton, golf, field hockey, rugby, tennis and table tennis. However,

(2 ) the most popular sport in the UK today is what is formally known as ‘association football’.

Although ball-kicking games have been played in various countries, such ( 3 ) China,
for many centuries, it is widely believed that the sport of association football developed from the
games of football that were played in public schools* in England in the 19th century. In 1863, the
English Football Association - which had only just been established - set out the rules under which
the sport should be played. This is why the sport is officially called ‘association football’, although
it is known simply as ‘football’ in the UK. In the United States and several other countries, the
sport is known as ‘soccer’. The word ‘soccer’ originated in England and comes from the ‘soc” in

the word ‘association’.

The UK is composed of four countries - England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland -
each of which has its own separate football association*, as well as its own football league.
However, a few club teams from Wales (most notably, Cardiff City and Swansea City) play
in the English league rather ( 4 ) the Welsh league. Similarly, the team from the town
of Berwick-upon-Tweed, which is located in the northeast of England, plays in one of the
Scottish leagues. Each member-country of the UK also has its own national team, which
competes in international tournaments like the UEFA* European Championships and the FIFA*
World Cup. However, in Olympic tournaments, a single team, made up of players from all four
member-countries, competes under the name of ‘Great Britain'. Despite the long history of football
in the UK, only one British team has ever won a FIFA World Cup. That was the English national
team, which won the trophy in 1966, the year in which the tournament was ( 5 ) in England.

) Since that year, no team from the UK has won the trophy.

Over the past few decades, English football has become popular across the entire world
thanks to the Premier League, whose matches are broadcast live ( 6 ) television in more than
200 countries and territories. The Premier League, which is known in some countries as ‘the
English Premier League’ or ‘the EPL', can genuinely claim to be a global league. 5 Many of the

league’s top teams are owned by people from other countries, and many of its best managers and

most famous players are also foreign. A number of famous Japanese footballers - like Shinji

Kagawa, Hidetoshi Nakata and Shinji Okazaki - have enjoyed success in the Premier League.
