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Agatha Christie is known as the “Queen of Crime.” She wrote 66 detective stories and became

one of the best-selling writers of all time. Only the Bible and Shakespeare’s books have sold

more than hers. How did she think of all these ideas? Christie said,

“Plots come to me at strange moments. When [ am walking along the street or looking at a hat
shop... suddenly a wonderful (1 ) comes into my head.”

Agatha was born in 1890 in a town called Torquay*, England. Her father was a wealthy
American, and her mother was English. Agatha didn’t go to school when she was small.
Instead, she studied at home mainly with her father. Her mother didn't want her to read until
she was older, but Agatha was lonely at home and spent a lot of time in her father’s library.

Although Agatha was happy, she didn't have any friends her age. g Her friends were adults
like the servants who worked in her home. So, she spent time making stories in her mind. She
